Greenisen College Leadership Scholarship
     The Greenisen College Leadership Scholarship recognizes the skills and character traits of a leader.  A Salem High School graduate will be selected annually for his or her leadership character traits based on the demonstrated ability to facilitate a group of individuals working together to accomplish a goal.   Applicants must demonstrate leadership during their college or university experiences or in special activities inside or outside the traditional educational environment.

     The Greenisen College Leadership Scholarship was awarded for the first time in 2008.        Mr. Joel E. Greenisen, a Salem High School Class of 1954 graduate, and Philip (Class of 1961) and Marjory Greenisen provided for this scholarship to honor the memory of Greenisen family members and to encourage leadership development in qualified candidates.

Eligiblility for the Greenisen College Scholarship: 

· Candidate must be a graduate of Salem High School and must be attending an accredited four-year college or university 
· Candidate must be pursuing a bachelor’s degree or beyond.
· Candidate must be completing at least two full academic years.
· Candidate must demonstrate leadership character traits and abilities in college or university activities and/or in community activities.

· The candidate must have at least a 3.0 grade point average.

Terms for All Postsecondary Scholarships:

· The scholarship must be used during the school year following its awarding. Students experiencing unforeseen medical or other dire circumstances may receive an extension.

· Students who have full-ride scholarships to their college or institution are not eligible for postsecondary scholarships.  If at any point, the full ride will no longer exist, the student may apply.
· Postsecondary recipients should, if possible, attend the SHSAA’s Annual Reunion Banquet, held the night before graduation, in order to receive the award.  If unable to attend, the recipient must notify the Scholarship Committee chairman.
· An award is divided into two checks: 1) Recipients must agree to show proof of enrollment and photo identification in order to pick up the first half check.  2) Recipients must agree to provide the Salem High School Alumni Association Scholarship Committee a copy of their first quarter or first semester grade transcript in order to receive the second half of the scholarship award.  (Specific dates and instructions for picking up checks will be included with the scholarship award card.)

· If one or more of the preceding stipulations are not met, the award is forfeited.

Application Instructions for All Postsecondary Scholarships:

· Candidate must fill out the application form in its entirety. 

· Except where signatures are required, answers should be typed or computer-generated.

· When multiple pages are turned in, the candidate’s name should appear on each page.

Paper clips may be used but are not necessary.  Staples and binding folders should NOT be used.

· Completed application packages for this scholarship must be submitted to the Salem High School Alumni Association office, no later than noon on the date specified on the application.

· Candidate must include a self-addressed, stamped envelope in the application package.

To the student:

Applicants must demonstrate leadership during their college or university experiences or in special activities inside or outside the traditional educational environment.

Your letter of recommendation should highlight your personal observation of the applicant in a leadership role as well as the applicant’s skills and special character traits that exemplify leadership.

Please include any additional information or comments you feel are pertinent to this candidate’s application.

Please seal your recommendation in an envelope, sign across the seal, and give to the student to include in the application package.   If you prefer to mail the recommendation to the alumni office address instead, please be sure that it arrives by the deadline date below.
